DR. VALERIE BRIDGEMAN

Dr. Bridgeman is visiting associate professor of homiletics and Hebrew
Bible at MTSO. She is the founding president of WomanPreach!, an
organization bringing preachers to full prophetic voice. Before coming
to MTSO, Dr. Bridgeman was a tenured associate professor of Hebrew
Bible and homiletics and worship at Lancaster Theological Seminary in
Pennsylvania.

As a workshop leader, he
models a passion for the ways congregational song both reflects and
shapes the theology and praxis of the assembled community.
