Course Description 

This is an upper-level exegesis course which involves careful encounter with 
Israel’s ancient collection of complaints and praise songs in Psalms. We will attempt to 
analyze this rich and inspiring book from the literary, sociological, and theological 
perspectives and to interweave its messages with the church and the global world. 
 We will take experimental multidimensional approaches, with a HYBRID format, 
which implies flexibility and interaction, more like a seminar than a lecture. We cannot 
cover all 150 psalms in rigid scrutiny within one semester. Rather, we will select one 
psalm a week and try to investigate it like a tree while also trying to appreciate its 
intertextual connections to the surrounding psalms like a forest. In order to meet these 
double/multi-goals, we will use two main pedagogical approaches—online and F2F:  

(1) ON-LINE: here we will primarily work on “exegesis” through tackling the 
text with various methods and commentaries/articles in a reasonably rigorous yet flexible 
pace and pattern. To balance the schedule, we will take turns in leadership (see next page 
for detailed guidelines). The primary tasks will be on the panelists’ observations, 
questions, and answers on the selected psalm, in theologically challenging, constructive, 
and creative discussions, followed by very brief responses and suggestions by the peers. 
On exegesis, we will work on analyzing the text, applying various methods, reading 
commentaries/articles, constructing interpretive insights, and brainstorming the “so what” 
applicative issues and/or options. 

(2) F2F IN-CLASS: now the creative, explorative “so what” applications during 
the class session. Tuesday late afternoon, yes, we will try our best to make interpreting 
and hermeneutically applying the select psalm toward various contexts, such as preaching, 
counseling, worship, music, art, poetry, novel, movie, current affairs, meditation (lectio 
divina), role play, dramatization, and so on. The emphasis should be on studying and 
interpreting psalms with regard to today’s church and contemporary world.

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Requirements 
1. Faithful Weekly Attendance and Contribution: quality rather than quantity, yes 

quality work and contribution do matter; however, also quantity matters as well, i.e., 
your faithful attendance, participation, and online contributions are essential 
ingredients for the most effective learning of the entire class members, please. 
 

2. ONLINE Exegetical-Creative PANEL (two): the pair (A) of students will sign up for 
exegetical panel discussion and creative class presentation, one week during the first-
half and another week during the second-half of the semester. Put simply, this team is 
responsible for the exegesis, discussion, and presentation of those two selected weeks: 
yes, for those weeks, you are in charge:  

 
(a) exegesis (online): the panel team should carefully examine the psalm exegetically 
and come up with key observations and questions;  
(b) discussion (online = due Friday night @ 11:59 pm): during the selected weeks, 
based on your exegetical study plus secondary resources, the panel team should lead 
and post the answers to the threaded discussions;  
(c) creative class presentation (F2F in-class): in light of exegesis and online 
discussions (plus peer responses), the panel team should do a creative applicative 
presentation during the F2F class session, addressing not only the insightful matters 
of the psalm but also the contemporary “so what” issues for today’s church and world: 
e.g., preaching, counseling, worship, music, art, poetry, novel, movie clips, current 
affairs, meditation (lectio divina), role play, dramatization, reception history(=history 
of interpretation), etc.; e.g., write your own psalm, compose your own song/hymn, or 
analyze/appreciate how selected music or movie can help “interpret” the psalm 
(classical symphony, musical, jazz, blues, gospel, international, hip hop, etc.). 
 

3. ONLINE Responses (two): the next pair (B) of students would sign up to do the 
online “responses” (due Sunday night @ 11:59 pm) to the exegetical “discussion” 
the pair above will post online. Then, the following week, they will switch the role so 
that the team that posted “discussion” will do “responses,” and vice versa. For the 
responses, quality than quantity—there will be word count limit (e.g., no more than ½ 
page). Your primary responsibility would be to provide candid/insightful critiques to 
the posted discussions and any suggestions for the panel’s creative class presentation.   
 

4. ONLINE Article Reports (two): the third pair (C) of students should then each read 
one of the two articles posted in the syllabus, class schedule chart. Pick an article and 
post an online article report (due Sunday night @ 11:59 pm) so that the primary 
panel team can further benefit from key insights on those articles (reading the 
introductory textbooks and commentaries are responsibilities of all students :).  

 
5. Chapel Leadership: yes, after all, this is a psalms class. How can we not connect 

psalms and worship? Hence, on the signed-up day (May 3), all of us as a class will 
take leadership for the chapel. Teamwork is important, and everyone’s participation 
will earn credit. We will brainstorm and distribute responsibilities, including 
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preparation, prayer(s) based on psalms, choose and/or sing song(s), read the texts in 
various language (Hebrew too please), creative presentation, sermon/meditation, etc. 

 
6. Final Exegesis Paper (one): each student should select one of the two psalms selected 

for the exegetical-creative panel and write an exegesis paper, which will be due the 
finals week (10 pages, double-spaced, typed; see the exegesis paper guidelines). 

 
7. Extra Credit: Memorize a powerful/significant passage from Psalms in any language 

of your choice; the passage should be a minimum of 7 verses or more, please.
