Walter Brueggeman leads Congregational Leaders Institute

Dr. Walter Brueggemann, professor of Old Testament emeritus at Columbia Theological
Seminary, will lead a week of reflection, learning and interaction at Bay View, Mich., this
summer. The Congregational Leaders Institute will be held Aug. 1-6 (Saturday evening through
Thursday) at Bay View, a religious retreat near Petoskey on the shore of Lake Michigan.

This is the inaugural year for the institute, co-sponsored by Methodist Theological School in
Ohio and Garrett-Evangelical Theological Seminary in cooperation with the Bay View Religion
Department. CEUs are available through Methesco.

Dr. Brueggemann, one of the world’s preeminent Old Testament scholars, will preach at
Sunday worship, deliver four morning lectures and participate in 90-minute small-group
conversations each afternoon. The theme for the week is “The Art of Departure: Resting Life in
the Narrative of Faith.”

A national historic landmark, Bay View was founded in 1876 on Lake Michigan’s Little
Traverse Bay. It is well known for its 400 Victorian cottages, two historic hotels and beautiful
views of the water.

Registration for the week is $275 plus housing. The registration fee covers lunches Monday
through Thursday plus special events such as vespers and concerts. Spouses may attend for a
discounted rate of $100, and there are some limited scholarships. The deadline for deposits and
special housing rates is May 1.
