MTSO is a smoke-free environment. Smoking is prohibited in all buildings on the MTSO campus, including campus housing units.

No pets are permitted on campus, except fish in a tank no larger than 10 gallons.

Housing charges include all utilities, Time Warner cable television, waste removal, local telephone service, access to free laundry
facilities and dedicated high-speed internet service. (Phone cards or cell phones are needed to make long distance telephone calls.)
The Dining Hall serves 6 meals each week when classes are in session (Tuesday lunch through Thursday dinner). All Residence Hall
packages include Room and Board. Others are welcome to take meals in the Dining Hall on a pay-as-you-go basis or through a pre-
paid plan.

The number of on-campus housing options for persons with physical disabilities is quite limited, but “special needs” requests will be
given every consideration.

MTSO is a weapons free campus. Firearms of any kind are not permitted on campus regardless of whether an individual has a
permit to carry the firearm.

MTSO does not insure contents of any campus apartment or resident’s personal property. Campus residents are urged to obtain
renters insurance for replacement value of your personal belongings.

Water beds are not permitted in HWAB or Kleist manor units

Open flames are generally prohibited in all campus areas.

All units are individually climate controlled.
