He has
served as president of the Seminary of the Southwest in Austin, Texas;
academic dean of General Theological Seminary in New York City; and
principal (president) of Edwardes College in Peshawar, Pakistan. He
currently serves St. Matthew’s Church in Enosburg Falls, Vermont.

Dr. Presler holds a bachelor’s degree from Harvard University, a Master
of Divinity degree from General Theological Seminary and a Doctor of
Theology degree from Boston University.

Dr. Ronald L. Williams, MTSO professor of theology from 1971 until
his death in 1981. The institute has featured speakers from many
backgrounds, including theologians, ethicists, poets, biblical scholars,
historians, pastoral psyWchologists and Christian educators.
